	LSD- Lysergic acid diethylamide

LSA is derived from several different funguses or from natural sources and isolated. LSD is then synthesized from LSA.
	LSD or “Acid” comes in several different forms, including in eye drops, on blotter paper,  in sugar cubes, etc.

	LSA- d-lysergic acid amide
	LSA can grow in fungi, but is also found in Hawaiian Baby Woodrow Seeds, Morning Glory Seeds, potentially more. 

	Psilocybin/Psilocin- Fungi in mushrooms that you ingest
	Mushrooms, Shrooms, Magic Mushrooms, etc.

	Mescaline- eat cactus that contains mescaline.
	Peyote Cactus, San Pedro Cactus

	Salvia divinorum- a plant that when smoked produces intense psychedelic effects, visuals, etc.

· Hallucinating can be used intellectually or recreationally for entertainment, sometimes within the same experience, throughout the course of one night.
