How to Tie Your Shoes
     Do you know how to tie your shoes?  It is helpful because if your shoe comes untied when you’re with your friends you can tie it right back up.  Tying your shoe is a basic skill.  You should learn when you get older so you won’t be embarrassed that you can’t tie your shoe and everyone else can.  Imagine yourself running and your shoe falling off because it isn’t tied.  This is a safety issue.

     The things you need to tie your shoes are laces, shoes and hands, actually fingers.  If you have circular or straight laces it doesn’t matter what kind of shoe you have.  Shoelaces can be white, black, blue, red, stripped, or yellow colored.  Also it doesn’t matter what kind of shoe it is as long as it has laces.  This is only one of many ways to tie your shoes.

     Here are the steps you must follow to tie your shoes.  First, take the left lace in the left hand and the right lace in the right hand.  Then cross them over each other.  Make sure the left lace is on top and pull tight.  After that take the left lace and put it under both laces.  Next pull tight again.  Once that is finished, make a loop with the right lace.  Take the left lace and wrap it around the right lace.  You should then take the left lace and put it through the hole it made.  Pull the laces just right and you did it!  Now you have your shoe tied.
     If the directions aren’t followed you could get a knot.  Also if you pull the laces too hard at the last step you’ll be right back to where you started.  Another thing to know is that if a step is skipped you won’t go to the next step because of the way you tie a shoe.  The shoelaces might come untied once or twice a day, so memorize the steps.  Remember not to pull so much that they come untied.  That’s how you tie your shoes.
